Y our
HOA has been very busy over the past four
months setting goals and objectives for the
year. Hereis what' s happening around
Oakmont.

The “Official Oakmont Neighborhood
Website” has been up and running since
March of thisyear. Thissite hasa calendar
to keep you up to date with neighborhood
events, Oakmont Covenants, ASC request
form (needs to be filled out for all decks,
home additions and fences), Committee
information, and the current Oakmont
Newdletter. We are using this as a great
resource to keep you well informed as to
what’s happening at Oakmont.

The Board established a Mission Statement
of guiding principles. The Oakmont
Neighborhood Association Board will work
to:

Maintain or improve community
property values

Fiscal management of community assets
with best value practices

Manage community growth

Provide for afamily-oriented
neighborhood

Maintain and improve the community
appearance consistent with the rationale
for homeowners purchasing homesin
Oakmont

The board will use these guiding principles
as abasis for making decisions which affect
our community.

The new landscape group has already begun
working in Oakmont. Y ou’ ve seen them
mowing the common areas, cleaning the
flower beds, putting down fertilization to
reduce weeds and crabgrass and installing the
pond fountains and lights. Engledow still has
much more they are going to be doing for
Oakmont and they have provided the board
with a schedule of events asto their plans are
for putting out the flowers, mulching of trees,

continuing fertilization schedules, and more.
We have put their schedule on the Oakmont
website so that you can see what your
homeowner’ s dues are going for, check it out
you'll be pleased.

During the Annual Budget meeting held in
November, the board heard you loud and
clear when you asked for holding several
meetings at 5:00pm so that homeowners
could attend. We have posted our meetings
in each newsletter, as well as on the website.
So far this year we have held two meetings
after 5:00pm so homeowners could attend.
So far, we have not had any homeowners
attend those meetings. All homeowners need
to be involved in our community because
Oakmont cannot be run by only a handful of
individuals. To date, we've only had 7
people sign up to be on neighborhood
committees.

The Board Report

Much has been accomplished at recent board
meetings in maximizing value for Oakmont.

I ssues discussed included everything from
reviewing the vending machine contract for
the soda machine at the pool, to meeting with
Engledow for a detailed explanation of their
services and how the Oakmont community
can maximize their value,

From afinancial perspective, Oakmont is
doing much better at collecting association
feesthan in years past. Thanksto all who
have helped keep our budget on track. At this
time, thereis till $13,000 of uncollected
association fees. If you have not paid your
feesin full, please make sure to do your part
to take care of your neighborhood.

The board discussed progress on maintaining
and preparing for the summer pool season.
The pool has been repainted as a part of
regular maintenance, and the pool furniture
has been re-strapped and repaired. Len Smith
brought forward applicants for the pool
attendee position that was vacant. After
review, the offer was made to Natalie Van
Meter, who accepted the position. The Van
Meter family livesin Oakmont. The pool is

ready for the May opening date.

Events and activities were discussed and
planned. The Community Day plansinclude
the clean up, cookout and movie night on
April 26. The Annual Spring Garage Sale
was moved to May 2-3 for better turn out and
promotion. A “Yellow Ribbon™ campaign
was discussed to support our troops. The
board determined that the activity was better
left to individuals than as a neighborhood
sponsored and funded event.

ACS requests were discussed by the board.
Aspolicy, anindividual’s HOA dues are to
be paid, with no outstanding balances before
their request can be granted.

Finally, discussion was given to future
neighborhood infrastructure improvements.
Additional lighting, sidewalk repair and
landscaping are the primary focus, with other
ideas from sports fields to a dog park to just
leaving the open space alone as secondary
considerations. The mission statement for the
board was established to help ensure the best
interest of all homeowners.

Birds of Oakmont

Oakmont has a healthy population of eastern
bluebirds. After a dramatic decline because
of the use of pesticides, and invasive species
(house sparrow, European starling), the
bluebird isreturning in strength asa
harbinger of spring. The male Eastern
Bluebird is a brighter blue than the female.
Their breasts are red, except for the lower
half, which is white. Eastern bluebirds
belong to the same family as the American
Robin (thrushes). They eat insects and
berries.

Recently, the bluebird houses at the edge of
the wetlands were restored to encourage the
existing population.

Mold In Our Homes by Shelby Fiscus

Mold in homes has become one of the
touchiest subjectsin the real estate and
insurance markets. What exactly is mold and
how can we keep it out of our homes? Well,
first mold is atype of fungus that tends to
thrive in moist environments; and no, we
can't keep it out of our homes. Mold spores
travel in the air and are present everywhere.
It's when the spores land that growth occurs.

Mold needs to two things to survive:
moisture and afood source. This makes your
drywall paper, carpet padding, ceiling tile
and many other building materials great hosts
if the moisture level isn't controlled. Itis
important to monitor your attic, basement
and crawl spacesfor leaks. If you have the
misfortune of having aleak in your home it
isvery important to thoroughly dry the area
within 24 to 48 hours. If asignificant water
leak occurs (plumbing leak, roof leak, sump
pump failure, etc.) it is advisable to contact a
company specializing in water cleanup.

We have al heard or seen the news stories on
the families who have to leave their homes

and lose everything due to mold. Thisisthe
extreme and in most casesit’sdueto a
family member having a severe alergic
reaction to a particular mold found in the
home (and not necessarily a*“bad” mold).
Whileit istrue that there are highly toxic
molds that have been found to cause health
problems in humans, there usually would
have to be a large concentrated amount
throughout the home; however, everyone
reacts differently to different types of mold.

Common mold can be cleaned up with a
bleach and water solution (contact a mold
remediation company with questions). Other
types (toxic) of mold may need to be cleaned
up by aprofessional. The EPA has a new
publication titled A Brief Guide To Moald,
Moisture, and Your Home (visit epa.gov for
more information). In addition, a good web
site to keep up-to-date on the latest mold
information is www.moldupdate.com. The
more you understand and the more you
know, the better you will be able to deal with
the mold issue if you ever come acrossiit.

Covenants Protect All Homeowner s Rights

Recently there have been several neighbors
complaining about covenant violations.
Please make sure that we, as responsible
Oakmont neighbors, are not breaking our
own covenants. One of the reasons we al
moved to this wonderful neighborhood is
because of the protections the covenants
provide to all homeowners regarding the
value and appearance of the community.

Cars areto be parked in garages and
driveways. Please don't park in the street. It
creates a safety hazard for other drivers and
for children that play in the neighborhoods.

Y ou must notify and get approval from
the board before you have a garage sale. As
an effort to help all homeowners, Oakmont
sponsors two garage sales each year,
complete with signage and promotional
advertising. Not only will more people show
up to the neighborhood sales, but the

neighborhood does not turn into a“ garage
sale business’ area.

Parking of commercial vehiclesin the
streets or driveways is prohibited.
Commercial vehicles are to be parked inside
your garage or outside of the neighborhood.

Parking of boats, trailers and other such
vehiclesin the streets or drivewaysis
prohibited. These vehicles should be parked
inside your garage or outside of the
neighborhood.

If you take your dog for a neighborhood
stroll, please clean up after your pet. Not
cleaning up after your pet is not only
inconsiderate of othersin the neighborhood,
but can also create a health and safety issue.

Also, please take good care of the pool
facilities. Pick up your trash and keep your
pool neat and clean. It isacommunity space
for everyone to share. Please be considerate
of others while you are there. If thereisa
problem with the pool, please contact Bob
Lutz from Kirkpatrick Management at 570-
4358. If you are having a pool party, you
must contact Kirkpatrick Management in
advance of your party.

As Oakmont residents, we pay our annual
dues for the maintenance and upkeep of our
neighborhood amenities that include use of
the pool facilities. In previous years, there
have been individual s from outside our
community who have used the pool without

being a guest of an Oakmont resident. We
ask al homeowners to help enforce the pool
rules and maintain the value of the
community. If you see trespassersin our
pool, please contact the local authorities.
